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Reading your eBook

To access the eBook simply press the
cover of the desired title from your

bookshelf and select “Read Book”
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Navigating the eBook

To flip pages simply swipe the screen.
Alternatively you can access the table
of contents by selecting the “Table of

Contents” icon at the top of the screen.
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You can also enter the desired page number
in the box at the bottom left of the screen

or simply select the arrows on each side.

How Students Join your Group = -

On the “My Groups” screen the Student

simply needs to select “Join”



How Students Join your Group

After selecting “join” the student needs
to enter the group code that you created and

press “Join”

This will assign the student to that group.
